A subjective sound quality study was conducted using Serenity Choice Music and six competitor 
products. A MUSHRA tool was used for participants to listen and rate all of the recordings (blindly).

• A humidity measurement device was inserted into the ear  
• Different	filters	were	inserted	into	the	device	and	the	relevant	humidity	was	recorded 
• Two	measurements	were	done	under	different	lab	conditions
